¥Requiring energy companies to produce one-third of their electricity from
renewable sources like wind and solar;

¥Reducing development in outlying areas and encouraging more mass transit to
reduce traffic; and

¥Protecting forests and natural areas that naturally remove global warming pollution
from the air.
